OR STEEL PAN FILLED STAIRS:

The u se of ve ry large agg regate in th e conc rete m ix may m ake pla cem ent of the s afety nosin g difficult.

Safety nosing placement may be difficult in concrete with very low slump.

Place conc rete in to the stair forms or steel pans as quickly as possible; schedule pours so as to install the metal

safety nosings quickly before initial set of concrete occurs.

Puddle the concrete, tamp the safety nosing to insure proper concrete formation around the anchors.

Rem ove p rotec tive tape (if u sed ) as s oon  as pr actic al.

Order  nosings  or treads  well in advan ce of the  pour or ins tallation date.  

Close stairway after pour; permit no use for 24 hours.
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
